get added to the McDonald’s menu.

In countries that do not use the Imperial measureme nt 
system, the sandwich is better known as Hamburger 
Royale TM or McRoyal TM, as famously explained in the film 
Pulp Fiction. 

McD.L.T.® is made available at McDonald’s 
restaurants in Canada.

Canadians are introduced to a pre-Seinfeld 
Jason Alexander in a now famous TV 
commercial. “Keep the 
hot side hot and the cool 
side cool.”

McDonald’s expands the menu to include the 
McLean Deluxe ® after three years in 
development.

The McLean Deluxe TV spot featured six 
professional football players who wore the 
number ‘91’ to play on the burger’s “91% fat 
free patty.”

The McDonald’s Big Xtra ®, aka MBX, 
is introduced and boasted at that 
time “20% More Beef Than The 
Whopper.”
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The Angus Burger comes to McDonald’s restaurants in Canada 
and is unveiled at The Burger As Art: A Retrospective exhibit in 
Toronto, ON.
